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Abstract

This article is a preliminary review of the three main realist currents of thought:
classical realism, neorealism, and neoclassical realism. The aims are twofold: To give the main
points of the three realist currents of thought, with an emphasis on neoclassical realism, which
is not widely known in Thailand, and to provide a starting point for reading original texts in

English.
